Looking Back
At the end of World War II our country looked forward to a Òwar
freeÓ Thanksgiving and Christmas.   Cape Fear Garden Club got
into the festive spirit by holding its first Christmas Show in
December of 1945 chaired by Mrs. P. R. Smith.  It was held in
the parish hall of St. James Church and featured decorated trees,
holiday table settings, gift wrapped packages and delicious
cookies and candies.  The next year, 1946, the show was renamed
ÒHoliday HouseÓ and was moved to the American Legion Home
[now the Greystone Inn at Third and Dock Streets] where the
shows were held into the mid 50s.  The 1946 show added childrenÕs
choirs, decorated mantles, organ music and a childrenÕs room.
In 1951 the showÕs theme was ÒHouse of IdeasÓ and was chaired
by Mrs. Rye Page.  Mrs. Harold Wells, Jr. was the 1952 chair
and the theme was ÒNo Christmas like a Home ChristmasÓ.  In
1954 the club decided to move in a different direction sponsoring
an all day school on Christmas decorations and opened it to
anyone who wanted to attend with a nominal fee charged.
The first Christmas Tea was held in 1959 at the home of Mrs.
Lloyd W. Moore (Margaret) at 401 West Renovah Circle. Fifty
years later, the 2009 Christmas Tea will be a few houses away
on the same street.  This yearÕs tea will be at the home of Ann
Richardson, 407 West Renovah Circle on December 10th from
2 to 4 pm.  Hope to see you all there.
